4 Deadly Lies Versus 4 Biblical Truths

Jesus therefore was saying to those Jews who had believed Him, "If you abide in My word, then you are truly disciples of Mine;

and you shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free. "

John 8:31-32

1.  The Lie: Eternal Salvation is achieved by good or religious works.

     The Truth: By grace are you saved through faith in Christ as your Savior and Lord and not as a result of good or religious works.

     The Verses: Luke 18:9-14; Eph. 2:8-9; Titus 3:4-7; Rom. 3:28; Gal 2:16; Philip. 3:3-9

2.   The Lie: Eternal Salvation is guaranteed by just believing in Jesus or receiving Him without regard to how you live the rest of your life. 

           ("easy believism" or "sloppy agape")

      The Truth: If you are truly saved, much good Christ-directed fruit and works will follow.

      The Verses: Mat. 5:13-16,20; 7:13-23; 10:37-39;16:24-25; Eph 2:10; James 2:17-20; Titus 1:16 2 Peter 1:10-11; 1 Cor. 6:9-11; 

                          Gal 5:16-24; Eph. 5:3-6; Heb. 10:26-27; 12:14

3.  The Lie: Once you have been saved, you are always eternally saved no matter how you live the rest of your life.

            ("once saved, always saved")

     The Truth: Those who are eternally saved will follow Jesus Christ the rest of their lives.

      The Verses: Mat 10:22; 24:13; Luke 9:23-24; 1 Cor. 9:24-27; 15:1-2; Col 1:21-23; Heb. 3:12-14; Heb. 6:4-6; 2 Peter 2:20-22; 

                          Judas fell away

4.  The Lie: In this life on earth we will always just be forgiven sinners because there is very little victory over sin in this life since we have a

            sin nature until we die.

     The Truth: Through our total identification with the Death, Burial, Resurrection and Ascension of Christ and through His Holy Spirit, His Word 

                      and His Body the Church, we are saints - holy ones who can have total victory over sin, Satan and the world in this life!

     The Verses: Mat. 5:43-48; John 3:3-7; 2 Cor. 5:17; Eze. 36:25-27; Col 2:10-12; Rom 6:1-23; 8:1-2,12-13; 1 John 1:8-2:1; 3:4-10; 

                         2 Peter 1:2-4; Rom 12:1-2; Gal. 2:15; Rom. 5:17; 8:37; 2 Cor. 2:14; Luke 10:17-19; 1 John 4:4;

                         In the New Testament Christians are called "saints", i.e. "holy ones" 60 times;  

                         All the promises to Christians in Revelation are for "him who overcomes or conquers" (Rev. 21:7)

May we all be set free by these truths!

Sometime in the near future I plan to preach on 4 other lies (versus 4 truths) I see a lot in the Christian church.
